Can I apply for a program if I am just now in my freshman
year?

Yes, you can still apply for most programs with only one
semester of results on a university or college transcript as long as
you are 18 years old. Your application will be referred to the host
university directly for approval and the results of your second
semester will be required prior to departure.

What if I do not meet the minimum GPA requirements?
We encourage you to apply to a program if your GPA is only
marginally lower than the required GPA for your university
of interest. If your GPA is more than one-tenth lower or if
you are on academic probation, we encourage you to consider
studying at your home university for another term in order
to raise your academic performance. If your GPA is low,

you may wish to include an additional statement along with
your application indicating the reason for your low GPA and
including information on progress that you have made/will
make before studying abroad along with an additional faculty
reference.

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When will I hear if I have been accepted into the program?
