After Acceptance

Upon acceptance, you will have a To Do List and Participant
Guide easily accessible through your MyLearn account. You will
simply click on the link and follow the instructions for each
item.

Once you have applied and been accepted, you wiil go online
through the EuroLearn website to select a list of classes (subjects)
you would like to take while abroad. This list will be forwarded
to the university abroad along with your application.

You will be able to compare options and select your specific
housing preference online. Your preference is not finalized
until assigned, and additional forms may be required; it is best
to submit your form early before your preferred option is no
longer available. Housing is guaranteed, however, your specific
preference is subject to availability.

Verify your home university procedures for applying any
financial aid you currently receive to make the EuroLearn
program payments. Apply for any special study abroad
scholarships available through your institution or other sources.
Assure that you have calculated your financial needs during
your time abroad and that your financial resources will cover all
anticipated expenses. If you indicated that you currently receive
financial aid on your EuroLearn application, supplemental
financial aid documentation will be sent to you through your
MyLearn account.

You can request a flight booking (arranged through STA travel)
through your MyLearn account. It is not reccommended that
you book any flights until authorized for final approval through
EuroLearn as dates may change.

Once you arrive in Europe, you will also have a mandatory
university-specific orientation. Unless your university choice has
online enrollments (most do not), this is when you will enroll
in the classes you selected earlier in the process and learn more
about your campus and the support services. Two to six weeks
post arrival, most semester/year students will take part in the
EuroLearn Bridging Cultures Program. This is a great chance
to meet other students as well as learn valuable information to
help in your academic and cultural integration abroad. If you
need assistance at any time during your semester abroad, the
university’s support staff can help. In addition, EuroLearn’s 24-
hour support staff is always available to assist you.

Academic Information

Subjects

The program is comprised of a Language and Culture Course
of the host country, an in-depth independent literature and
methods review on the chosen research topics, and the actual
research project.

Travel, Housing and Logistics

Travel, accommodation, immigration visas, and orientation
programs will vary specific to the host university.

In 2010, the EuroScholars program fee is €9,975 (Euros) per

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 FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS

Why should I choose EuroLearn?

We are committed to providing you the very best cultural

and academic experience possible at an affordable cost. As a
participant in the EuroLearn program, you will be working with
a committed team that has an overwhelming interest in your
ability to interact with diverse European cultures while studying
abroad. Our local residential staff and host university partners
will be there to assist you throughout your stay.

Will the classes be more difficult than I am used to at my
home university?

North American students find that the European system is
different from what they are used to. You may find that you are
not required to attend all of your classes all of the time but are
expected to spend far more time studying on your own. This
means that you will have more responsibility in self-study based
on your own level of understanding of the material rather than
based on set reading instructions from a professor. You will find
that you are assessed less on quizzes and periodic exams/papers
as much more grading emphasis is placed on one or two major
exams. Your academic instructors will not always provide you
with the answers but will help you learn ways to find the answers
yourself. The material is not more difficult than the subjects
taken at your home university, but the style of teaching and your
personal responsibility in study habits may require adjustment
to best benefit from the education systems of Europe.

Can I use financial aid for this program?

Federal financial aid may be used for all EuroLearn programs.
Please contact your study abroad advisor and/or your financial
aid office to discuss your options for using financial aid for study
abroad through your home institution. If you are not already
qualified to receive financial aid, you must apply through your
home university.

When will I hear if I have been accepted into the program?
Your complete application will be assessed on the basis of the
minimum requirements for the universities you have selected.
You will be notified of your acceptance status by telephone
approximately 2 weeks after we receive your completed
application materials. If your GPA is lower than the requirement
of the university, if you attended a community college, or if you
were on academic probation, your application will need to be
referred to the university for final acceptance.

Do I need a passport and an immigration visa?

You will need both a passport and a student immigration visa
when you study abroad in Europe. EuroLearn will send you
all of the necessary forms and instructions to apply for the
immigration visa after acceptance.

When is the best time to apply for a program?

You will want to apply as early as possible (6 - 8 months prior
to the start of your program) and no later than the designated
application deadline for the program you plan to attend. Most
universities do not set a maximum number of participants since
they are willing to host several hundred students per year. All
deadlines should be met to best assure that you are accepted to
your priority program choice.

Can I apply for a program if I am just now in my freshman
year?

Yes, you can still apply for most programs with only one
semester of results on a university or college transcript as long
as you are 18 years old. Your application may be referred directly
to the university abroad for approval, and the results of your
second semester will be required prior to departure.

How do I receive information on selecting classes/subjects?
See the subject chart on page 8-9 for a general idea of the course
areas available at each university. You can view specific classes
and course descriptions for each university online at
www.eurolearn.org/subjects. You should also read the “Academic
and Course Information” for each university to best determine
equivalent credit values. Once you have been accepted to

the EuroLearn program, you will make your priority course
selections, and we will provide guidance on how to best obtain
pre-approval of your course options from both your home and
the host university.

I do not know a faculty member well enough to ask for

a recommendation. Can I use a professional or personal
reference?

EuroLearn requires an academic reference for the study abroad
program since the majority of your success in Europe will
depend on your ability to adjust to a different academic system.
Please consider meeting with a member of your university
faculty on an individual basis with the request that they get to
know you and your motivations for study abroad so that an
adequate reference can be provided. Professional or personal
references can only be submitted as supplemental documents.

What do the program fees include?

Our Study Abroad Program Fees include: full time tuition,
university administrative fees, membership in the student union
(where applicable), a 3-day Bridging Cultures Program (in-
country) for most destinations, medical and travel insurance,

all pre-departure services including orientation materials,

visa guidance (excluding the visa fee), housing placements,
personal advising, subject selections, liaison with your home
university, credit transfer assistance, financial aid services, 24-
hour emergency support while abroad, and alumni services/
materials upon return.
