The New Zealand Breakers
Auckland, New Zealand
The Breakers are the first non-Australian team to join Australia’s 
National Basketball League. The team is based out of Auckland, 
New Zealand.  The National Basketball League is the premier 
basketball association in Australia and New Zealand and is the 
equivalent to North America’s NBA.  The Breakers have steadily 
improved since their expansion season in 2003.  They have made 
the playoffs in each of the last 2 seasons and finished with the 
third best record in the league last year.

As an intern, you’ll work toward marketing and selling both 
season tickets and group ticket packages. You will work together 
to identify a target group, develop a marketing plan, and carry 
out the strategy for each component, actually achieving results 
that will rate the success of both projects. You will receive 
guidance and suggestions from the supervisor, but ultimately, 
this is a project that encourages creativity and room to utilize 
unique ideas. There will also be opportunities for involvement in 
game day event planning.

Canteen
Sydney, Australia
CanTeen is an organization that assists in bringing together 
young people living with cancer.  It is the national support 
organization for children with cancer, their brothers and sisters, 
and children who have a parent with cancer.  CanTeen was 
created by young cancer patients and gives children a place 
where they can simply be themselves. This internship placement 
is unique because it not only provides the opportunity for 
professional marketing development, but also a chance to 
contribute to this cause.
 

With this placement, you will gain exposure to marketing and 
public relation strategies used to promote high profile events, 
develop existing skills through exposure to project base research, 
and gain a perspective of the industry through interaction 
with a cross section of personnel both within and outside the 
organization. You will be involved with fund raising events, such 
as the National Gala Ball and National Bandanna Day, and be 
exposed to strategies used to gain sponsorship, donations, and 
corporate support for these events. You will also be given an 
introduction to research methods for new program initiatives.

Education and Teaching

Houghton Valley School
Wellington, New Zealand
Houghton Valley School is a primary school situated near 
Wellington’s southern coast. Approximately 180 children, 
between the ages of 5 and 11 years, attend the school. They have 
a total staff of 19, including 8 full time teachers. The school is 
situated in a semi-rural environment with large outdoor playing 
spaces. They aim to educate the ‘whole child’ with a heavy 
emphasis on numeracy and literacy.

You will work in classroom with the teacher and be expected to 
assist with the classroom program.  You will also be able to work 
with groups of children and administer lesson plans as part of 
the daily program.

Royal Institute for Deaf and Blind Children
Sydney, Australia
The Royal Institute for Deaf and Blind Children is one of  
Australia’s longest established charitable organizations, having 
been founded in 1860. The Royal Institute is Australia’s major 
independent special educator, providing a wide range of 
educational services to children who have significant hearing 
and/or vision loss, including children who have additional 
disabilities. The provision of these services is the Institute’s 
primary purpose.

This program is for education majors interested in special 
education (preferably sensory impairment plus intellectual 
impairment). You will be exposed to students ranging in age 

from 5-18 years. The internship will include immersion in 
classroom activities on a daily basis, observing one-on-one 
intensive work with selected students, and viewing resource and 
program development in a variety of key learning areas.

You will gain exposure to your chosen profession through a 
meaningful classroom experience. You will be mentored by 
personnel with a wealth of experience in special education, and 
through observation and practical experience, will gain essential 
knowledge and strategies required to achieve successful learning 
outcomes for students with special needs.

Sydney Secondary College
Sydney, Australia
Sydney Secondary College, Balmain Campus, is a public 
junior high school with students to year 10 (age 16). Half of 
the students are academically selective and must take a state 
exam to be selected to attend, the other half come from the 
local area. As a result the school is diverse. Being an inner – 
city school they have a large number of socio – economically 
disadvantaged students, as well as very affluent students. They 
have approximately 600 students on this campus, and 555 staff.
With this internship, you will work in the classrooms alongside 
the teacher to assist in the delivery of curriculum and also have 
the opportunity to work in small groups to ensure that learning 
needs are met.

one student teaching, grading, observing, special education needs, education research, or international education administration, public 
relations, or marketing. Interns accepted into education placements with children may have to submit an additional background check 
upon acceptance, so it is recommended that you submit your application before the deadline. Most education placements will be shorter 
than the actual program length due to school holidays.

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Social Sciences

The unique cultures of Australia and New Zealand make either country an ideal location to gain practical experience in the social 
sciences. Participating in an internship in this field will give you a view of social issues of another country and how those issues are 

managed.  Available internships include migrant resources, youth protection, youth at risk, family relationships, family planning, sexual 
health awareness, addiction, rural issues, women’s issues, and post-prison reintroduction.  Applicants may be required to complete a 
background check and are encouraged to apply early.

Autism New Zealand
Christchurch, New Zealand
Autism New Zealand provides support, training, advocacy, 
resources, and information on autism spectrum disorders 
including Asperger Syndrome. Their members include those 
who have these conditions, their family/whanau, caregivers, 
and professionals working with them. During school holidays 
this organization runs a series of Holiday Programs across 
Christchurch which helps children on the Autism Spectrum 
to learn new skills and maintain a continuity from their 
schooling. Throughout the year they also run a number of 
Autism Programs for Adults and Children to develop their skills 
and learn new activities. Through this placement, you will be 
provided opportunities to be involved with these programs and 
also help develop and plan for future programs.

Aboriginal Health Council of Western Australia
Perth, Australia
AHCWA comprises Aboriginal Community Controlled 
Health Organizations distributed throughout the State – in 
the metropolitan area, regional centers, and rural and remote 
areas. ACCHS are multi-functional primary health care delivery 
services operating in defined geographic territories that have 
Aboriginal community recognition under a management 
structure that is accountable to, and controlled by, the Aboriginal 
people in those geographic territories. 

The project will focus on clinical governance and accreditation 
issues within Aboriginal Community Controlled Health 
Organizations across Western Australia as they pursue Quality 
Improvement Counsel accreditation for their organization. The 
Quality Improvement Counsel is set up to promote continuous 
quality improvement in health and community services 
through the provision of standards, accreditation programs, 
and developmental resources, and undertaking projects for the 
benefit of service users, service staff, and the wider community.

Castlecliff Community Center
Wanganui, New Zealand
This community center opened in 2000 because the community 
had needs that were not being addressed stemming from a 
variety of risk factors including very low incomes, a high Mäori 
population, a high percentage of one parent families, a high 
percentage of children and young people under 15, low car 
ownership, and low access to telephones.

You will support the community development project by 
providing administrative support for community events through 
note taking, administration of meetings, invitations and booking 
venues. Main responsibilities will be: 

Develop, design, and present publications and promotional •	
materials/ resources.

Develop and design administration around community •	
meetings, consultation services, cluster groups, etc.

Science and Environmental Science

Stonyridge Vineyard
Waiheke Island, New Zealand
Stonyridge Vineyard is a world-renowned Cabernet-blend 
winegrower, located on the beautiful island of Waiheke, near 
Auckland, New Zealand. Stonyridge is dedicated to producing 
the finest Cabernet blends in the world, combining traditional 
winemaking with meticulous organic viticulture.

This internship will give anyone interested in viticulture or 
agriculture a sense of the harvesting of grapes and operation 
of a vineyard.  You will gain exposure to harvesting and will 
work with the vineyard manager and winemaker to learn about 
the optimum time to harvest the fruit. In addition, you will 
learn more about the winemaking process, including the initial 
processing of the fruit, tank plunging, and testing. 

Landcare Research Lincoln
Lincoln, New Zealand
Landcare Research Lincoln is New Zealand’s leading provider 
of solutions and advice for sustainable development and the 
management of land-based natural resources. Their research 
focuses on six key areas: 

Conserving and restoring biodiversity and the healthy •	
resilience of natural ecosystems 

Reducing pest, disease, and weed impacts in our natural •	
and managed ecosystems  

Understanding, mitigating, and adapting to the impacts of •	
climate change  

Sustaining the long-term health of soils, waterways •	
and landscapes for the continued viability of our rural 
environments  

Enhancing urban biodiversity and developing low-impact •	
approaches for built environments  

Fostering environmentally sustainable and globally •	
competitive business practices

This organization offers several different opportunities for 
internships in climate change research, environmental studies, 
sustainable forestry, and other environmentally focused areas.

You will be involved with work in two research programs. The 
first is focused on researching sustainable indigenous forestry: 
designing low-impact silvicultural systems. This program has 
two main goals: 1) Understanding single-tree, small-group, 
and coupe system impacts on the structural integrity, carbon 
dynamics, biodiversity, and nutrient cycling in beech, tawa 
and podocarp-tawa forests; and 2) Evaluating productivity 
and economic trade-offs among these systems with known 
environmental effects. The second program is on Maintaining 
Threatened Rare Ecosystems. In this research you will identify 
rare ecosystems nationally, typify their biota and control 
processes, determine major threats, and develop a framework to 
ensure effective conservation management  

Friends of the Earth
Brisbane, Australia
Friends of the Earth-Brisbane is a community based social 
change cooperative working on local, regional, national, and 
international issues. They are working towards the creation of 
an ecologically sustainable and socially just society through 
community action.

As an intern, you have an opportunity to conduct various 
research projects and develop policy recommendations 
regarding your findings.  The specific project will depend 
on your particular job dates and could include the effects on 
water quality, including sediment load & nutrient load, of 
the sugar cane industry (and other biofuel feedstocks), and 
mining (especially the coal industry) in Queensland. (These are 
potential research projects which may be changed in negotiation 
between the intern and supervisor.)

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Vet Science and Zoology

With its unique wildlife, Australia and New Zealand are interesting destinations for pre-veterinary and zoology interns, and 
AustraLearn offers a wide range of placements in these areas. Placements can be in a variety of settings such as zoos, wildlife 

sanctuaries, veterinary clinics, veterinary hospitals, and working with veterinary consultants. Students can gain experience in the following 
areas: animal record keeping, animal cleaning and feeding, animal research, zoo ground maintenance, maintaining live food colonies, 
routine animal check ups, observing animal surgeries, and veterinary clinic management. A few sample internship placements in this

Randwick Equine Center
Sydney, Australia
Randwick Equine Center is a large purely equine veterinary 
practice located just outside Sydney. This state of the art hospital 
facility includes a modern surgery, radiology (x-ray), digital 
radiology, ultrasound, video endoscopy (airway and stomach), 
and nuclear scintigraphy unit. The practice is supported by a 
fully equipped on-site laboratory. The partners and associates 
include specialists in the fields of surgery, anesthesia and 
medicine. Randwick Equine Center acts as a referral clinic for 
many practices both in NSW and interstate. Randwick Equine 
Center provides a 24-hour, seven-days-a-week emergency 
service.

Your duties will be to observe and assist vets with their 
practice during the internship, including x-ray, surgeries, 
Ultrasonography, scintigraphies, and attending rounds daily at 
the racetrack. You will probably also have the opportunity to 
visit spelling farms and studs with various vets on either regular 
rounds or special x-ray trips.

Ponsonby Vet Surgery
Auckland, New Zealand
Ponsonby Vet Surgery is divided into two sections: the clinic, 
where the reception, shop, and consulting rooms are located, 
and the hospital, which contains the sterile operating suite 
and a preparation/hospitalization area. The hospital has been 
designed to give pets the maximum care when they require 
surgery or hospitalization. This position will give you experience 
in animal handling, observing surgical procedures, observing 
consultations, filing, stocking shelves, and assisting the nursing 
staff.

Cairns Tropical Zoo*
Cairns, Australia
Established in 1980, Cairns Tropical Zoo is the largest and most 
diverse wildlife attraction in tropical North Queensland. Unique 
for providing the chance to interact with the wildlife, it is set 
amidst six hectares of tropically landscaped gardens. The zoo is 
home to hundreds of native and exotic species, many of which 
are indigenous to Australia’s northern wet tropics.  There are a 
great number of species you will not find anywhere else in the 
world. 

You will gain experience in all aspects of animal care and 
maintenance including animal feeding, food preparation, 
grooming, maintenance of live food colonies, and animal record 
keeping. You will gain exposure to the level of care, maintenance, 
and dedication required to support a wildlife park of this type.

Lone Pine Koala Sanctuary* 

Brisbane, Australia
Lone Pine Koala Sanctuary is the world’s first and largest koala 
sanctuary with over 130 koalas and is also home to a large 
variety of other native wildlife including wombats, birds, bats, 
reptiles, echidnas, Tasmanian devil, dingoes, and more. Lone 
Pine is famous for allowing visitors to get up close and personal 
with Australia’s precious wildlife. 

The level of your involvement will be governed by your level 
of competency and existing experience in the field. You will 
gain exposure to the level of care, maintenance, and dedication 
required to support a wildlife sanctuary of this type and the 
inhabitants. You will gain experience in all aspects of animal care 
and maintenance including observation of animal feeding, food 
preparation, grooming, maintenance of live food colonies, and 
animal record keeping.

The Process at A Glance
Before Acceptance - Ask Questions
As you begin to consider your options for an internship abroad, 
you and your parents will have many questions. There are many 
people who can help you find all of your answers.

You should create a MyLearn user account and save your 
preferred programs to your personal filing cabinet.

Available 8-5 MST, AustraLearn 
staff can assist you with any questions you have about our 
programs.

Our internship coordinators are available to consult on specific 
placement opportunities. Because applications are accepted on 
a rolling basis, some sites may already be full at the time of your 
application. 

Questions about your school’s policies for completing an 
internship in Australia or New Zealand: 
Your internship or academic advisor is the best person to speak 
with about: how your academic credits will transfer back from 
Chapman University, if your financial aid and scholarships will 
transfer to pay for the program, any special forms you need 
to supply your school, or any specific processes you need to 
complete. You should also contact your study abroad office.

Questions about finances or other personal obligations:
Contact your study abroad and/or financial aid offices for advice 
on funding your experience abroad. AustraLearn can also be of 
assistance if needed. Additionally, it is a good idea to speak with 
your parents about your internship options. Their support and 
understanding of your internship program will be helpful in this 
undertaking. 

After Acceptance
Commit to the Program
Once your application is complete and has been assessed by 
AustraLearn, you will be asked to pay an initial payment of $400 
(applies toward the program fees) before your application is sent 
on to the internship site abroad. This shows that you are serious 
and committed to the program. Even if AustraLearn refers your 
application to a specific internship site, there is still potential that 
an internship site will not offer you a placement. AustraLearn 
will always attempt to find an alternate placement based on your 
goals. Your initial payment will be returned if an internship site 
does not accept you. 

Accept your placement
Once a specific internship site has agreed to take you on, a 
formal offer letter will be posted in your MyLearn account with 
an explanation of the placement and submit the next payment of 
$1500. You must officially accept the offer to move forward with 
the placement. If you cancel your program after being offered a 
placement, you will not receive a refund of your initial payment. 
If you cancel prior to being offered a placement, you will receive 
a $200 refund. 

Follow Your To-Do List
Upon acceptance, you will have a To Do List and Participant 
Guide easily accessible through your MyLearn account. You will 
simply click on the link and follow the instructions for each 
item.

Arrange Your Flight
PDAC and PDNC internship participants can book travel on the 
AustraLearn group flight (arranged through STA Travel) through 
the MyLearn account.

Departure and Participation
Once you arrive in Australia or New Zealand, PDAC and PDNC 
interns will take part in the three-day AustraLearn Bridging 
Cultures Program for internship participants in Cairns, 
Queensland, or Wellington, New Zealand, with other interns 
who will also be interning during the same period. This is a 
great chance to meet other interns as well as learn valuable 
information through orientation sessions. Although you may 
not be interning in the same city, you will create a network of 
friends to keep in touch with throughout your time abroad. 
Interns on Custom Date Internships do not participate in a 
Bridging Cultures Program, but are provided with an orientation 
packet and pre-departure orientation phone call.

All Participants
If you need assistance at any time during your time abroad, the 
AustraLearn’s 24-hour support staff is always available to help.

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Application Advice

Helpful Hints for Applying to the Internship 
Program
The actual internship is not the only learning process of the 
internship program. The initial step of preparing the application 
also gives you exposure and experience in preparing professional 
looking documents for future career opportunities. Here are 
some helpful hints to keep in mind when preparing your 
application:

Spelling and Grammar •	 - The internship sites do take 
notice of spelling and grammatical errors. It is very 
important that you take the time to proof your documents.  

Thoughtfulness •	 - In answering the personal statement 
questions, it is recommended that you take the time to 
think about your answers.  Ask yourself if your cover letter 
sufficiently explains your goals. Keep in mind that the 
internship sites will read these documents and consider 
them in their decision.

Relevant Education/Experience•	  - Do you have the 
educational background in the field in which you want 
to intern? In most cases, the internship sites look to host 
interns who are obtaining a degree in a field related to the 
placement.

Honesty •	 - It is always best to be honest about your level 
of skills. The internship sites accept students based on the 
information in cover letters and resumes. Providing false 
information could result in serious ramifications, including 
termination of your placement and cancellation of your 
internship visa. Also, it is best to indicate any special needs 
or disabilities so that the appropriate arrangements can be 
made with the internship site.

Cover Letter
Your cover letter is probably the most important document that 
you will provide with your internship application. Your cover 
letter should not be geared toward one specific internship site 
or location, but rather should be general enough to be used for 
various sites. This will help in the event that your first choice 
placement is no longer available. Your cover letter should focus 
on the specific field in which you are interested and on the 
various types of learning outcomes you would like to achieve 
during your internship. Also, let the reader know why you want 
to intern abroad. We also suggest that you keep your location 
options open to both Australia and New Zealand. Both of these 
amazing destinations offer high quality internship placements, 
fascinating cultural experiences, and the chance to learn 
relevant and transferable skills and knowledge. You can use a 
general salutation such as “To Whom it May Concern” or “Dear 
AustraLearn”.

Whether you have an interest in a PDAC, PDNC, or Custom 
Date placement, this information will allow us to make the 
best possible match. Please try to be as specific as possible. If 
you are having trouble narrowing down the industry or duties 
that interested you, we encourage you to seek the advice of 
your academic advisor or internship coordinator at your home 
university. Please see the example cover letter on the next page.

Resume
Your resume is also a key element in the application process. It 
is important that you show your possible internship host what 
relevant education, interests, and experience you have to support 
your desire to intern in the field that you have chosen.

Almost every U.S./Canadian university or college has a Career 
Services Department. They can be an excellent resource for 
critiquing resumes and cover letters. There are also numerous 
books on creating resumes as well as online websites that focus 
on this topic.

References
Your two references should be from professors, academic 
advisors, or previous/current employers, or they can be from a 
combination of the three. The most professional presentation is 
to have the letters typed on university or company letterhead.

Finally, keep in mind that your application is not considered 
complete and ready to be processed until all of the required 
materials are in our office.  It is your responsibility to ensure that 
the entire application has been received. All placements are filled 
on a first come, first serve basis, therefore it is best to get your 
application in early. Also, the earlier we receive your application, 
the best chance we have to place you. Deadlines vary according 
to internship placements. AustraLearn does not guarantee 
placement into the program.

Personal Information on the Web
Facebook, Twitter, and every other social media website 
have become very popular communication tools for many 
individuals. These Internet sites have also become very useful 
employer screening tools to help determine if potential job 
candidates are suitable for their organization. Therefore, it is 
highly recommended that careful consideration be given to 
privacy levels and posted content as it may affect your chances of 
being accepted into an internship. It is important to remember 
that any content posted on the web can potentially be duplicated 
and become hard to remove. Applicants should also consider the 
level of professionalism and maturity that personal voicemail 
messages and email addresses may convey.

Semester Study Internship Combination Programs allow you
