iji is well known for its 333 unspoiled islands in the tropical

South Pacific. Fiji offers its visitors clean air and water, an
unpolluted environment, lack of serious diseases such as malaria,
uncrowded beaches, virgin coral reefs and forests, an exotic
culture, and above all, the genuine enthusiasm for life and the
friendliness of the people. There are reliable roads around the
island of Viti Levu, home to Nadi, the international airport hub,
and Suva, the capital city. You will be made to feel welcome as
a visitor and all that is asked in return is a similarly relaxed and
friendly attitude.

Climate

During the drier winter months of May to November, you

can expect fine warm days. In the wetter summer months of
December to April, the humidity is higher, and nights and
days are warmer. The interior of the main islands of Viti Levu
and Vanua Levu generally experience cool night temperatures.
Suva will be very hot in the wet months with extensive tropical
rainfall.

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History, Culture, and National Heritage

The Lapita people, named after their distinctive pottery style,
were the first people to inhabit Fiji. Evidence of their settlements
exists throughout Fiji including the Sigatoka Sand Dunes, where
their skeletal remains have been found. The Lapita arrived about
3000 BC followed by the Melanesians at about 500 BC.

Relatively recent trading with the Polynesian Tongans has added
to the cultural mix, and in the Lau group of islands, aspects

of both cultures intermingle. The British ruled Fiji from 1874
bringing indentured Indian laborers to work the growing sugar
industry between 1879 and 1916. In 1970, Fiji became a fully
independent nation with constitutional arrangements to ensure
that traditional Fijian interests were preserved.

The combination of Fijian, Chinese, Indian, colonial European,
and other Pacific Islands has created an exciting cultural mix,
most noticeable through the many different types of cuisine.

Of a total population of some 931,000 people, Fijians make up
about 54.8%, Fijian Indians make up 37.4% and Chinese, Pacific
Islanders, and Europeans the remaining 7.9%. While Fijians and
Fijian Indians work together, there is little intermarriage and
they have maintained separate traditions.

Fijian society is male-dominated with a hereditary chief system
still firmly in place. Even when living in urban areas, Fijian
people will refer to their village as home. Protocol from village
life is retained in urban areas, so visiting a home in the city
requires the same protocol to be observed when entering a house
in a traditional village. The differing races and religions within
Fiji have created a variety of traditional ceremonies with Diwali
(the Indian Festival of Lights) and Christmas observed by all.
The ceremony of drinking yagona (Kava) is highly respected

by Fijians. Firewalking, traditionally undertaken by the Beqa
people, is now offered as a tourist attraction in some places.

AustraLearn programs are open and accessible to all students
of varying backgrounds and needs. AustraLearn seeks to work
with you, your home university, and the host institution to
ensure your needs can and will be met during your study
abroad experience. You will be considered for admission to the
host institution based on your class standing, your cumulative
GPA, your statement of purpose, and your faculty reference.
AustraLearn works in conjunction with the host institution to
provide you with an admission decision in 1 - 2 weeks of receipt
of your completed application. AustraLearn can notify you

of your acceptance within 24-48 hours, upon request, if your
materials arrive complete.

All students studying in New Zealand or Fiji must apply for a
student visa and have a valid passport. Australearn will assist
students with applying for this visa.

Depart and study

students who will be attending the same host university. This is
a great chance to meet other students as well as learn valuable
information through orientation sessions.

You will have a mandatory university-specific orientation

once you arrive on-campus. Unless your university choice has
online enrollments (most do not), this is when you will enroll

in the classes you selected earlier in the process and learn more
about your campus and the support services available. If you
need assistance at any time during your semester abroad, the
university’s support staff can help. In addition, AustralLearn’s 24-
hour support staff is always available to assist you.

Why should I choose AustraLearn?

What assistance is provided for traveling to New Zealand or
Fiji?

You have the option to travel on a group flight to New Zealand
or Fiji. You will have access to the group flight information via
your MyLearn account after your acceptance into the program.
The flights are booked through STA Travel’s Group Ticket Office.
The final arrangements and payment for the flights are your
responsibility.

What scholarships are available? Can I use financial aid for
this program?

When is the best time to apply for a program?

You will want to apply as early as possible (6 - 8 months prior

to the start of your program) and no later than the designated
application deadline for the program you plan to attend. Most
universities do not set a maximum number of participants since
they are willing to host several hundred students per year. We
cannot guarantee that the program you desire can be achieved if
you do not meet all of the deadlines in the process.

Can I apply for a program if I am just now in my freshman
year?

Yes, you can still apply for most programs with only one
semester of results on a university or college transcript as long as
you are 18 years old. Your application will be referred to the host
university directly for approval and the results of your second
semester will be required prior to departure.

What if I do not meet the minimum GPA requirements?
Please review the host institution information within the
guide for the GPA eligibility requirement. If your GPA is lower
than the requirement of the host institution, if you attend a
community college, or if you are a freshmen student, your
application may be sent directly to the host institution for
special consideration. In these cases, you will need to submit
an additional faculty reference and provide a supplemental
statement about your situation and your request for special
consideration. If you have questions about your eligibility,
please call our office.

When will I hear if I have been accepted into the program?
Your complete application will be assessed on the basis of

the minimum requirements for the universities you have
selected. You will be notified of your acceptance by telephone
approximately two weeks after we receive your completed
application materials. Faster acceptance can be provided upon
request. If your GPA is lower than the requirement of the host
university, if you attended a community college, or if you were
on academic probation, your application will need to be referred
to the university, and the acceptance process can take longer.

Do I need a passport and an immigration visa?

You will need both a passport and a student immigration visa
when you study abroad in New Zealand or Fiji. You will be
provided with all of the necessary forms and instructions to
apply for the immigration visa via your MyLearn account after
acceptance.

How do I receive information on selecting classes/subjects?
See the subject chart on page 6 for a general idea of the course
areas available at each university. You can view specific classes
and course descriptions for each university online at
www.australearn.org/subjects. Once you have been accepted to
the AustraLearn program, you will select your intended subject
plan through your MyLearn account. Once submitted your
coordinator will forward the list to the host university for pre-
approval.

I do not know a faculty member well enough to ask for
arecommendation. Can I use a professional or personal
reference?

Australearn requires an academic reference for the study abroad
program since the majority of your success in New Zealand or
Fiji will depend on your ability to handle the changes in the
academic system. Please consider meeting with a member of
your university faculty on an individual basis with the request
that they get to know you and your motivations for study abroad
so that an adequate reference can be provided. Professional or
personal references can only be submitted as extra documents.
